Answer (C) - The Genocide Awareness Project (GAP) persuaded these students and hundreds more to read pro-life litera-
ture because the use of abortion imagery on college campuses cuts through the rhetoric of “choice.”  There are plenty of 
worthwhile pro-life activities but none of them inform students or create the debate like GAP.  Read this testimony from 
Alex Mengie from the Youngstown State University (YSU) student organization who recently sponsored GAP. 
 

The Genocide Awareness Project came to Youngstown State University in the midst of an apathetic streak that had 
been lasting for almost twenty years.  For the first time in almost two decades, the campus was abuzz with political 
discussion and debate about abortion and the consequences of doing it. 

 

Alex and many others like him are desperate for a project that stimulates this kind of discussion.  GAP succeeds in getting 
students to talk about abortion where other efforts fail.  There are more students in need of GAP than current funding will 
reach.  But you can change all that.

That is why we are focusing our 
efforts on university outreach using GAP.

· Florida International University (Enrollment 25,000) 
· University of North Florida (Enrollment 10,000) 

 

It will cost CBR Midwest $70,000 to display GAP at all seven of these colleges.

CBR Midwest’s Winter 2008 GAP tour will undoubtedly help Floridians make a more 
informed choice when they vote in the primary and general election.

I viewed your GAP display a few days ago.  When I saw your display, my eyes filled immediately with tears.   
I believe that if more girls saw these pictures of how developed these unborn babies are, they may think twice  
before opting to kill it.  I never knew that within a few weeks of conception, the baby already has its little arms 
and legs and fingers and toes.
